
  

The Institute on American Culture and Values will promote American culture, leadership, and 
values by providing a multinational group of 18 experienced and highly motivated foreign university 
faculty and other specialists with a deeper understanding of U.S. society, civil society institutions, 

democratic principles, human rights, and the rule of law.  The Institute will examine the concepts of 
American exceptionalism and American resilience through social, economic, political, and religious 
contexts in which, historically, various cultures have manifested and shaped contemporary U.S. 
culture, values, and society.  The program will draw from a diverse disciplinary base and should itself 
provide a model of how a foreign university might approach the study of U.S. culture and values.  The 
program will take place during the June to August timeframe in 2019.  This Institute along with three 
other SUSIs for scholars are currently being openly competed under one award; the recipient and
